Welcome to Yeo Bowmen Archery. Formed in 1963, we are a Sports Section of Yeovil Sports & Social Club at Johnson Park, Coronation Avenue, Yeovil. Please see the web site (www.yeovilsportsclub.co.uk) for more information.  We are a friendly group, so don’t be afraid to ask if you are unsure of something. We assist each other to develop our Archery skills, attend tournaments and meet for social events from time to time.
In the summer months we shoot outdoors on Thursday nights 6pm to dusk and Sundays 2pm to 6pm at targets up to 100 yards (90m.) at Johnson Park, April to September inclusive. Competent archers may shoot during the day if the pitch is free and certain conditions are met. From October to March/April inclusive indoor archery (20 yards) takes place from 6pm to 8pm on Sundays at Yeovil College Sports Hall. A shooting fee of £3.00 per session is charged to help towards cost of hall hire. If you join the club part way through year, fees are as shown in the table below. (e.g. An Adult joins in Feb pays £73.75. This only applies to the first year.) Membership Fees are due on 20 August for the following year.
Archery GB is the National Governing Body and provides the infrastructure such as membership services, web site and magazine. It also has a performance unit delivering services to development and elite squads and teams for junior, senior and disabled archers and is supported by national agencies such as UK Sport. As a member, you will be able to access a number of benefits according to your needs. All archers are supported by their clubs and by Archery GB, and, should they wish, will receive support from county to national level.
Grand Western Archery Society was formed in 1876 and is responsible for running Regional events the regional society is elected by the archers. It is responsible for the rules and conduct for all archers and archery clubs within the region.

Somerset County Archery Association is responsible for running County events. The county society is elected by the archers. It is responsible for the rules and conduct for all archers and archery clubs within the county.
Yeovil Sports & Social Club is a long-established organization for the promotion and provision of sporting facilities for all ages of the community from 8 to 80. A thriving social aspect exists alongside the sporting element where you can enjoy a game of skittles, darts, pool etc. or just have a drink with friends at very reasonable prices. Set in 10 acres of grounds with three bars, two function rooms, skittle alley, barbecue facilities, etc. The Club is well worth a visit whether as a social member, partaking in sporting activities or simply as a guest.
